Edinburgh and District Charitable Trust: Scholarship and Bursaries 2016/17 

Guidelines for University and College staff


Foundation Scotland has been administering a programme of scholarships and bursaries on behalf of the Scottish Building Federation Edinburgh and District Charitable Trust since 2008.  Financial support (ranging from £500 to £1,000) is available to students on courses related to the construction industry at the following institutions:  
· West Lothian College

· Edinburgh College

· Heriot Watt University

· Napier University

The scholarships and bursaries are only available to students who have lived in Edinburgh and the Lothians for at least 3 years.
In the past Foundation Scotland has invited University and College staff to nominate students for either a scholarship or a bursary.  However this has resulted in large numbers of scholarship (excellence) nominations being put forward and only a small number of bursary (financial hardship) nominations.  Therefore this year we are inviting students experiencing financial hardship to apply directly for a bursary award and University and College staff are invited to nominate a small number of students for a scholarship award, on the basis that they are demonstrating great academic potential.  
As the amount available for distribution varies from year to year, we can’t specify how many awards will be made.  Bursary awards are intended for students in the second year of study.  Bursaries are for students facing financial hardship, or changed circumstances, or other personal circumstances that may require them to give up their studies (students may reapply for subsequent years’ funding thereafter). Bursary applications need to include a reference from a member of staff at the University or College where they are enrolled.  This is mainly to confirm that the student is indeed attending the course, and is expected to complete it. 
Scholarships are intended for students achieving excellent performance after their first year of study. The award will be made annually for the remaining years of their study, subject to satisfactory annual progress reports and a repeat application form. Please submit as many nominations as you feel appropriate.  We are keen to see a good gender balance.  
Scholarship nomination forms should be received by 12pm on 14th October 2016.  There is competition for these funds so please include as much information as you can about the students’ academic and personal achievements.
